For many, you 

don’t have to wait as long as you think. Did you 

know that understanding how language and speech 

sounds develop and then applying strategies during 

daily interactions is the first step in intervention? 

Chances are, if you are waiting for a one-to-one 

appointment, the first thing your Speech-Language 

Pathologist will tell you when she sees you and 

your child is that you need to take a parent 

workshop specific to your child’s needs. So why 

wait for the one-to-one appointment. Here is a 

chance for you to be proactive!  

 

I’ll also let you in on another little secret. These 

workshops are facilitated by a Speech-Language 

Pathologist. Thus, you will often have an 

opportunity to speak directly to us much sooner 

than if waiting for your one-to-one appointment.  

 

 
 

At our centre, we offer several parent workshops 

each year. One workshop focuses on language 

development and the strategies to help facilitate 

development. The other covers speech sound 

development and things parents can do at home. 

Both are offered 3 times a year and are run over a 

two-to-four week period (one session per week). 

The information you have provided us on the Parent 

Questionnaire allows us to determine if a workshop 

is appropriate and which one. We then send you the 

appropriate invitation based on this information for 

the next scheduled workshop. All you have to do is 

pick up the phone or send us an email to let us know 

if you will be attending or not. As simple as that!  

 

In response to requests from some of you, we are 

also offering ‘mini’ one-time sessions on specific 

topics. Topics could range from ‘the connection 

between behaviour and communication’; 

‘kindergarten readiness’ or ‘how to navigate the 

resources/systems applicable to your child’s needs.’

And what about something like a ‘group’? How will 

my child benefit from a group? Well let me share 

some tidbits to help you understand: 

 
 children learn best while at play  

  interacting with peers provides many natural 

models of strategies we adults are trying to 

highlight in your child’s life (simple utterances, 

imitation, something of interest, etc.) 

 children learn best when a number of senses 

are used (visual, movement, music, touch, etc.) 

 key skills needed to develop language often 

aren’t developed enough in young children to 

make one-to-one beneficial until 3 to 3 ½ years 

of age (attention, following routines, taking 

turns, imitating on request, etc.) 

 the Speech-Language Pathologist is there to 

provide you with some helpful suggestions and 

demonstrate different strategies 

 

 

So to all our new families, watch your mail for 

notices from the Surrey Early Speech and 

Language Progam! If you have received a 

notice in the past but did not have the chance 

to take us up on the offer, please let us know 

and we will invite you to the next scheduled 

workshop or group if appropriate.
